The snow and ice are keeping pets and people inside.  This may be a good thing as wildlife are coming out to find mates.  In  Dec. and Jan. 2008 we have had a number of sick raccoons that have been destroyed as they were showing signs of rabies.


  Now the skunks are coming out and the boys are fighting over the girls.  So we have more calls of skunk odor during Feb.  The odor can take days to leave the area and any rain or moisture will bring the odor back out.  So some people think it is repeat skunk spray when the skunks are actually back in a borrow or under a deck or shed sleeping.  There is a product I have found very useful and it can be found at pet stores to help neutralize the skunk smell... NILODOR  ... If you get the concentrate form you just need to use a few drops at first and wait 15 minutes before adding more.
